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How to get audio versions of the tunes in this book

If you would rather learn the tunes by listening to them, you can search for the tune title using JC's ABC Tune
Finder (http://trillian.mit.edu/~jc/cqi/abc/tunefind) and get the result as a .txt file

Beginners and Improvers Sessions

At a “Beginner Session”, only sets of tunes marked Beginners/Improvers will be played. They will be played at a
speed that reflects the abilities of most of the players at the session. Try to learn the tunes rather than sight read
them — sessions rarely rely on sheet music. There will be chords provided although, as is typical in traditional
music, these are an indication rather than absolute.

At an “Improvers Session”, all tunes in this book can be played. We would expect that accompanists can work
the chords out for themselves at this level so chords aren't always provided. Tunes will be played at a speed that
reflects the abilities of most of the players at the session.

If you are experienced, it would be great to see you at these sessions as it helps keep the tunes solid and, if last

year was anything to go by, they were lots of fun. Please don't race the tunes and respect the fact that other
people are learning. There are plenty sessions over the weekend to show off your dazzling skills!
